RANGE RULES
Gun Safety is YOUR first and foremost responsibility
Opening the Range

1.  Each range member must sign the Range Book upon entering the range with name, date, and time of arrival.  Any guest with member must also sign the book if shooting.
2.  firearms and shooting equipment can be brought into the shooting shed area, but  do not unpack your firearms and setup your bench until you have verified the range is clear and you have inspected the 3 target berm areas.
3. MAKE SURE THE GATE DOORS ARE CLOSED BEFORE USING THE RANGE
4. No alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs shall be permitted on the range, nor shall any member or guest under the influence of such be permitted on the range.  Failure to observe this rule will result in revocation of your membership.
5. Range Hours and Restrictions – the range is available for use from 0900 EST until sunset, 7 days a week, 365 days a year.  The Range is closed during Traveling League shoots, private parties, and general meeting hours.
Shooting on the Range

1. Familiarize yourself with the range commands and always obey them.  
1. Hot – to indicate range is in use, shooting starts

2. Clear – to indicate range is safe to check targets, all guns unloaded

3. Cease Fire – called when a dangerous situation exist on the range
2. It is highly suggested that Hearing and Eye protection be worm by anyone shooting or observing shooters on the range.

3. There are 3 shooting lanes, 25, 50, 100 yard ranges, with 2 shooters allowed at each station.  No cross lane shooting allowed. 

4. Position all targets so that all bullets safely impact into the steel enclosures in front of the berms. This means use only the target stands supplied and position them in the appropriate holders in front of each enclosure.  Targets must be positioned within the limits of the target stands.  No firing at tin cans, blocks of wood, bottles, rocks, birds or any other objects other than standard paper or foam targets. This requires that targets be set so that the top of the target is below the top of the 
5. If another range member arrives, they must remain at the gate until they are told that the range is clear and it is safe to enter.  Any member who does not follow this will be reported to the Board and dealt with.

6. First range member there will take charge in calling the commands – will let others know when shooting can start.  Will instruct when it is clear to leave or check targets.
7. During shooting, if a Hang Fire occurs, the shooter will point the weapon down range and wait at least 30 seconds. They then will eject the round slowly. If the round hits the ground please try and retrieve the casing when a cease fire or clear is called.
8. Keep your finger off the trigger until you are ready to shoot.
9. Always keep guns pointed in a safe direction.  Treat all firearms as if they are loaded.

10. Keep your gun unloaded until you are ready to use it.
11. If a round leaves the range from your gun you are responsible for where that round lands and the injury or damage it may cause. Be Safe.

12. No drawing from the holster, firing from the Ready position only.

13. Do not shoot ammunition if it is armor-piercing, tracer, incendiary bullet, or calibers that are not appropriate for the range environment (.50 BMG).
14. IF you are alone and want to shoot in front of the shooting stand, this is permitted.  Remember safety first at all times while doing this.

15. Each range member is responsible for cleaning up after shooting.  Please dispose of all paper targets, trash, casing, etc. before leaving.  Place all target stands back along the wall; replace any cardboard backing on stands if needed.
Additional Information
1. If a law enforcement officer arrives or a neighbor arrives complaining about something (bullets hitting house), please close the range and report the problem to the President or Board, or Officer of the club.  Do not argue with said people.

2. The Range is for the exclusive use by range members only, their family, and their guests.  Your immediate family may use the range for ‘free’ only when you are present.  The Guest Rule requires you to collect $5 for the day.

3. Remember, every range member has the obligation to report anyone who is misusing the range, destroying property or violating safety rules to the President or Board or officer.
